Coarse wood volume was determined following sampling procedures provided by Eileen Carey:
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	Step 1
	Divide the plot in half with a tape.  Extend each end out of the plot an additional 50' so 

	
	that we can have a 50m transect.
	
	
	
	

	
	
	
	
	
	
	
	
	

	Step 2
	Lay out 5 random transects at 10m intervals (33') along the tape.  Select random 

	
	directions.  Set out a 15m line with the tape along the ground in the selected random

	
	direction.  Mark off with the flagging the 1m, 2m and 15m lengths.  (If transects overlap

	
	one another, repeat the process of choosing a direction.)
	
	

	
	
	
	
	
	
	
	
	

	Step 3
	Tally the number of pieces of wood intersecting the sampling line by the following size

	
	classes and record them in the Field Worksheet.

	>7.5cm on the entire 15m line.  For pieces >7.5cm, record their diameter.
